SECTION I. BE IT ORDIANED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL of the City of Terre Haute, Vigo
County, State of Indiana, that Chapter 10, Article 2 of the City Code of Terre Haute, designated as the
“Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance for Terre Haute” and Division 4, Section 10.121 thereof, District Maps, be, and
the same is hereby amended to include as follows:

Part of Lot Three (3), in Dean’s Subdivision of the North half of the East Half and part of
the West half of the North Half of the Southeast Quarter of Section Twenty-seven (27),
Township Twelve (12) North, Range Nine (9) West, as shown by the recorded plat
thereof, Dated August 7, 1854 at Plat Record 1, Page 26, records of the Recorder’s Office
of Vigo County, Indiana; said part of Lot 3 more particularly described as follows:

Beginning at a point in the East line of 16th Street as now located and established in the
City of Terre Haute, Seventy-five (75) feet North of the South line of said Lot Three (3);
thence North along the East line of said 16th Street, Seventy (70) feet; thence East One
Hundred thirty (130) feet; thence South Seventy (70) feet; thence West One Hundred
thirty (130) feet to the place of beginning.
