OLD BUSINES 

Revision of Tree Ordinance and Technical Specifications   No Report 
Restructure of the TAB board – No Report
EAB Update – Sheryle reported 23 ash trees removed in 2013 and about 300 treated.  She plans on increasing the removals in accordance with the EAB Management Plan.  The budget did not increase to cover the removals.  It is not clear how many trees will be removed at this time.  
Sheryle is concerned about treating Ash trees that are not being maintained.  Trees in front of the Mission on Wabash were treated but not need to be pruned.  The city does not provide this service.  The criteria for treating the ash needs to take this into consideration.  Fewer ash trees may be saved
 The majority of street trees (45) in Dobbs Glenn are ash trees that are in too narrow areas and in structurally poor shape.  Sheryle will attempt to contact home owner association and set up a public meeting.  Other similar neighborhoods need to be identified so the community can be educated.  Stephannie mentioned the Meadows Shopping Center. 
Maple Park – Replacement trees were delivered.  Hank Metzger will install. 
CUF 2012 -  Sheryle reported that 82 replacement trees have been planted throughout the city .  The requests are largely from homeowners who had hazard trees removed and responded to the street tree obits. The average cost of these trees including installation was $170.00.  There was discussion about the process and contractor, next year the installation be put out  to quote to see if the city can get a better price. The process works well for the city.  Neighborwoods planting was a great success.  The city received a $500.00 mini grant from Alliance for Community Trees for the project.  Unfortunately the media did not pick up the story.  

Sheryle stated that getting information to the media is a challenge for her. It is important to celebrate the successes and get the stories out.  Any assistance in this area would greatly be appreciated. The grant is complete the request for reimbursement will be done the first of the year. 
American Water Grant- The construction signs with their logo were installed on Brown in the medians.  Pictures were sent.  Installing the signage will be the last phase, sometime in the spring.
Brown Ave- 191 trees have been installed another 123 will be installed within the next week.  The project has gone smoothly. The only negative comment was from the junk yard owner concerned about having soil against the fence. Trees Inc will be planting another 100 trees in the spring date TBD.
SMA Intern – Sheryle shared an article from City Tree Magazine featuring Terre Haute and the intern program.   Brian asked if the city is planning on applying to the program in 2014.  If so, we need to try to help the intern find suitable housing. 
 Annual Report - The report is complete, it should be ready in December.  Sheryle did report that of the 313 hazard trees removed 153 were maples.  This is due to the age and abundance of maples. 
NEW BUSINESS
Stephanie suggested that TREES Inc. become a member of Alliance for Community Trees and try to send a couple of members to the annual conference.
Lindsey Purcell from Purdue will be coming to Terre Haute to provide tree worker safety training for the street department, parks department and ISU.  More information will be provide next meeting
