SANITARY DISTRICT EITIGATION

On Septermnber 12, 2017, the City and certain related defendants were named in an amended complaint brought by
Highland TH, LLC and Overseas Lease Group, Tnc. in the United States District Courtl of New Jersey. The litigation
alleges generally that the City conspired with Plocher Construction Company, Inc. and defrauded plaintiffs in
connection with certain de-watering and related contracts executed in July 2014. As against the City, the plaintiffs have
asserted counts for fraud, fraudulent inducement, aiding and abetting fraud, and violation of the New Jersey consumer
fraud statate. The City believes that the lawsuit is meritless and has filed a motion to dismiss arguing principally that
the litigation is barred by res judicata and the New Jersey District Court has no personal jurisdiction over the City. The
motion is fully briefed and the City is awaiting a ruling by the Court.

FOOTNOTES

"Net Assessed Value" or "Taxable Value represents the "Gross Assessed Value” less certain deductions for mortgages, veterans,
the aged, the blind, economic revitalization areas, resource recovery systems, rehabilitated residential property, solar energy
systems, wind power devices, hydroelectric systems, geothermal devices and tax-exempt property. The "Net Assessed Value" or
"Taxable Value" is the assessed value used to determine tax rates,

Pursuant to State law, personal property is assessed at its actual historical cost less depreciation, in accordance with 50 JAC 4.2,
the DLGF's Rules for the Assessment of Tangible Personal Property. Effective January 1, 2016, state law annually exempts from
property taxation new tangible business personal property with an acquisition cost of less than $20,000. Pursuant to State law,
real property is valued for assessment purposes at its "true {ax value" as defined in the Real Property Assessment Rule, 50 TAC
2.4, the 2011 Rcal Properiy Assessment Manual ("Manual"), as incorporated into 50 TAC 2.4 and the 2011 Real Property
Assessment Guidelines, Version A ("Guidelines"), as adopted by the DLGF. P.L. 204-2016, SEC. 3, enacled in 2016, vetroactive
to January 1, 2016, amends State law to provide that "true tax value” for real property does not mean the value of the property to
the user and that tree tax value shall be determined under the rules of the DLGF. As a result of P.L, 204-2016, the DLGF has
begun the process of amending the Manual. In the case of agricultural land, true tax vatuc shall be the value determined in
accordance with the Guidelines and IC 6-1,1-4, as amended by P.L. 180-2016.

P.L. 180-2016 revises the factors used to calculate the assessed value of agricultural land. This legislation is retroactive to the
January I, 2016 assessment date and applies to each assessment date thereafter. The revised factors enacted in the legislation
may reduce the total assessed value of agricultural land, which could shilt property tax liability from agricultural property owners
to other property owners. In addition, the reduction in the assessed value of agricultural land may result in a reduction of the total
assessed value, Lower assessed values may result in higher tax rates in order for a unit to receive its approved property tax levy,

Except for agricultural land, the Manual permits assessing officials in each county to choose any acceptable mass appraisal
method to determine true tax value, taking into consideration the ease of administration and the uniformity of the assessments
produced by that method. The Guidelines were adopted to provide assessing officials with an acceptable appraisal method,
although the Manual makes it clear that assessing officials are free fo select from any number of appraisal methods, provided that
they produce "accurate and uniform values thronghout the jurisdiction and across all classes of property”. The Manual specifies
the standards for accuracy and validation that the DLGF uses to determine the acceptability of any alternative appraisal method.

Indiana Code 6-1.1-20.6 provides taxpayers with a tax credit for all property taxes in an amount that exceeds the gross assessed
value of real and personal property eligible for the credit (“Circuit Breaker Tax Credit™).

Property taxes for residential homesteads are limited to 1% of the gross assessed value of the homestead; property taxes for
agricultural, other residential property and long term care facilities are limited to 2% of their gross assessed value; and property
taxes for all other real and personal properly are limited to 3% of gross assessed value. Additional property tax limits have been
made available to certain senior citizens.

Since July 1, 2012, property tax revenue subject to reduction by the Cireuit Breaker Tax Credit under Indiana Code 6-1.1-20.6-
9.8 is classified as either "protected taxes" or "unprotected laxes." "Prolected Taxes" include taxes levied to pay debt service or
lease rental on obligations payable from ad valorem property taxes, A debt service fund containing Protected Taxes is funded first
by the taxing unit before property taxcs arc deposited into any other funds,

The Constitutional Provision excludes frem the application of the Circunit Breaker Tax Credit property taxes first due and payable
in 2012, and thereaficr, that are imposed after being approved by the voters in a referendum. The Statute codifies this exception,
providing that, with respect to property taxes first due and payable in 2012 and thereafter, property taxes imposed aftcr being
approved by the voters in a referendum witl not be considered for purposes of calculating the limits to property tax Hability under
the provisions of the Statute.
