WHEREAS: the labor of Indiana’s farm workers contributes billions of dollars annually to
the state’s economy and agriculture continues to be one of the principal
industries in the surrounding counties; and

the City of Terre Haute and Vigo County areas honor all those who plant,
cultivate, harvest and process our agricultural products; and

March 31% is the birthday of Cesar Chavez, whose dedication to non-violent
organizing for just wages, safe labor conditions, and dignity for the women,

men, and children who toil in the fields, moved him to lead a nationwide
peaceful struggle for farm worker justice that continues today.
